Chairman Bob Schuldt called the July monthly meeting to order at 7:00 PM.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. Chairman Schuldt took the roll call. 

4. Approval of Agenda:  Jason Wieser made a motion to approve the agenda as presented, Dan Brodigan seconded, motion carried.
5. Minutes of June 11, 2018 Regular Meeting: Dan Brodigan made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, Bill Beckman seconded, motion carried.  
6. Visitors/Speakers to Address the Board: Thomas Trehus addressed the board that he is running for seat 28B for MN State House Representative for Filmore and Houston Counties.  Mr. Trehus questioned what the state can being doing better and what the township needs in terms of support.
7. Treasurers Report:  Bill Beckman made a motion to approve the Treasurers report as presented, Jason Wieser seconded, motion carried.  
8. Zoning Report: Larry reported after the boards last meeting he met with Jason and Dan out at townhall to go over the zoning inventory.  The consensus was they would take the permits out of the individual boxes and give them to the county.  There is a total of 8 boxes and two of the boxes are the permits, 3 boxes contain files from his term as zoning administrator and one box of envelopes from when Paul Harris was zoning administrator.  Another two boxes that were there prior to Paul and 2 long boxes of zoning maps.  Larry also added he has a cd of all of his files. Aaron Lacher, Zoning Administrator for Houston County spoke that they will be slowly digitizing the files and certainly anything will be available to you and you won’t be losing the ability to access your prior records in anyway.   Aaron provided a brief letter acknowledging the receipt of the records and if it needed to be tweaked we could do that.  Chairman Schuldt advised our attorney requested it be stated that the records would be maintained for 6 years.  Aaron said he could amend the letter to include the retention of 6 years and provide a hard copy to Larry tomorrow and also email the clerk.  Chairman Schuldt thanked Larry for his service. 
Bud Walker gave a follow up from the interim use permit he started with Larry back in April.  He stated he’s been in contact with Aaron and Larry a few times.   Bud said he’s decided to maintain and do some upgrades to the mobile home that is currently there.  Bud has applied for a permit to add an addition to the end of the current mobile home.  Aaron added Mr. Walker is looking for the board to sign off on his permit. 

9. Clerk Report: Karen reported election judge training is next week in Caledonia.  Also, the Minnesota State Demographic Center sent a letter with our annual household population estimates for 2017. 
10. Other or Old Business:  Larry questioned if the board wanted to continue with the township website.  Feeling of the board was to keep the website and Jason will get it up to date.  
Discussion was held on snowplow drivers for the upcoming season.  Jason is waiting to hear back from the Bennett Brothers.  Feeling of the board was to put an ad on Craiglist to start with.  Discussion was held on giving another dollar per hour if they come back, doing an on call pay and also doing a $100 end of the year bonus program for no chargeable accidents.   Bill Beckman made a motion to run a Craigslist ad for a part-time snowplow driver at $30.00 per hour, plus $1.00 per year call back on return drivers, $100 safety bonus and open for negotiations for on call pay, Dan Brodigan seconded, motion carried. 
Bob reported we need to look at getting some tree trimming done.  Jason added he hasn’t heard anything back from the Bennett Brothers.  Bob will contact Dave Baumgartner to see if he has time to do it. 
Bill reported Selke Rd is in tough shape and needs to be added to the seal coating for this year.  Bill met with Jack from Scott’s and they can do it for about $14,672.  Tom Tornstrom made a motion to add Selke Rd to the seal coating, Dan Brodigan seconded, motion carried.   Bill added he and Jack also looked at the parking lot at Town Hall and it needs to be completely redone, for now we can fill in the holes.    
Dan reported Dan Frie and Don Heintz came to his home and wanted him to look at Mr. Frie’s water issue on his property.  Dan went out and looked at the water issue with them.  They have a plan to run a tile from the west side of his driveway underneath to the man hole on the east side of the driveway at his own expense.   Dan indicated to them he was not giving them permission in any way without discussing it with the board.  Consensus from the board is that it was at Mr Frie’s expense and as long as he wasn’t hurting any of the township property to go ahead.  Dan will give Mr Frie a call. 
Jason reported he spoke with Ivor Mighall nephew today and he was questioning the status of the fixing the road.  Bill spoke with Zenke a couple months ago and they were going to do the work.  Bill will follow with Zenke.   Jason also reported he spoke with the county about the weed issue at a property on East Town Hall Rd and they are willing to send a letter. Feeling of the board was to have the county send the letter.   
11. Supervisors Report.  Nothing further to report.
12.  Bills for Audit:  Dan Brodigan made a motion to accept the bills as presented, Tom Tornstrom seconded, motion carried
13. Adjournment: Bill Beckman made a motion to adjourn at approximately 8:07 pm, Tom Tornstrom seconded, motion carried.
